Be A Part of Underwood’s History!

Here’s a question - have you ever been out on the playground area at Underwood, perhaps for the welcome
back picnic, Field Day, or another school event, and noticed the bricks lining the sidewalk outside the doors
opposite the Media Center? Have you ever wondered where they came from, how they got there, or even why
they are there in the first place? Well, here’s a little history for you.

Underwood Elementary has been a member of the Five Points community since 1926, when it opened as
Hayes Barton Elementary. In the late 1990’s, school officials, city planners, parents, and interested community
members started a series of discussions about the future of the building and how it should be updated to take
us forward into the new millenium. After much heart-felt and heated discussion, it was decided that the
buildings would be renovated and expanded. During the two-year process, Underwood Elementary moved to
a location on Western Boulevard.

For the 2003-2004 school year, we celebrated the newly-renovated Underwood Elementary school by offering
families, alumni, and community partners the opportunity to order a brick engraved with a special message for
their child, a favorite teacher, or even the school. For example, see if you can find the brick that says, “Tear it
down? | don’t think so!”, a reference to the heated arguments that took place at community meetings about
whether it was a good idea to renovate the school or start from scratch.

It's been six years since that first celebration, and a whole generation
of elementary-school children has moved through Underwood. Many
of the children whose names are on the bricks are now in high
school! It’s time for “Underwood: The Next Generation” to make its
mark. We are offering the same engraved bricks, at the same price
we sold them for in 2003, to Underwood families and friends. If
you’d like an order form, you can find it on Underwood’s web site, under Parent Information and
Forms.
